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Art Week

Last week | promised to put in the newsletter
descriptions of all the activities that are on offer. We
have a wider range this year and because we have
trainee teachers and other volunteers we are able to
keep group sizes down to about 12 which makes life
much easier.

Last year's theme was enhancing the school
environment and everyone did a wonderful job. It still
gives us a great deal of pleasure to go outside and
find ourselves surrounded by artworks done by the
children.

This year our context is the wider local and city
environment and the scope of what is being done is
stretching the definition of visual art. Much of it will
also be somewhat more ephemeral than anything we
have done in previous years.

The activities offered are:

Inflatable Installations.

Students will develop concept drawings of creatures
around the theme of Dragons and Taniwhas. They will
prepare maquettes and explore techniques for bonding
and shaping and then collaboratively design and
construct a major inflatable installation for display in a
venue yet to be decided. If possible the installation will
operate on a loop, inflating and deflating at regular
intervals.

Wearable Art
Creation of costumes developed from discarded
materials followed by a dance performance in the
community.

Kaleidoscope Montage
Creating a kaleidoscopic photographic montage using
photos of the city

Mandalas and Rangoli

Children will be introduced to Buddhist Mandala and
Indian Rangoli. These pieces are usually made with
coloured sand on a flat surface and are non-permanent,
the process symbolising the transience of life and the
ideal of non-attachment to the material world.

Recycled Art

One November Tuesday morning when the re-cycling
was sitting at the kerb, a weather bomb hit. The storm
cleared after 3 hours leaving behind a recycled monster
sitting on the footpath.

Mosaic Insects
Mosaic insects created on concrete slabs for display in
gardens.

Art in Nature
Children will make art in nature out of nature after the
style of Andy Goldsworthy.

Photography
A series of black and white photographs of the people
plants and places of Wellington.

Street Theatre

We will be taking theatre out into the community by
creating a series of performance pieces to be presented
at different points in the local area. The final
performance will involve the audience being led from
performance piece to performance piece as if they were
on a theatre walk.

Music Art

This group will make visual art pieces derived from their
responses to pieces of music. The process will involve
music, visual art and dance.

Stone sculpture
A group of seniors will create stone sculptures to mark
the school entrance.

Mosaic Seat
This group will build a mosaic seat in the style of Anton
Gaudi to sit in the corner of the field.

Suitcase Art
A travelling art exhibition.

Techno art
Old computers transformed into sculptures.

A large mural in the school grounds.

Mural Painting...

Street Art
Out and about in the streets of Wellington.
